Association for the organization of the 28th International Conference of Applied Psychology 2014

STATUTES
Article 1 – The natural or legal persons adhering to the present statutes found an association governed by the July 1, 1901 Act and the August 16, 1901 enforcement order, named:

Association pour l'organisation du 28ème Congrès International de Psychologie Appliquée 2014

« Consortium of Psychology Associations - 28th ICAP 2014 »

Article 2 – The purpose of the association is to undertake all the necessary actions for the organization in France of the International Conference of Applied Psychology, to be held in Paris in July 2014.

Article 3 – Head office - The head office of the association is located in its Parisian administrative and scientific secretariat, Université Paris Descartes: 45 rue des Saints-Pères F-75270 Paris cedex 06.

It may be transferred by simple decision of the executive board.

Article 4.1 – The duration of the association is limited to June 30, 2016. Closing down the financial statement can be the only reason for the prolongation of the duration of the association, after decision of the general assembly. 

At the time of the dissolution, the assets are allotted to the legal persons mentioned in article 8. 

Article 4.2 – The statutes of the association can be modified only by proposition of the board by unanimity of the members and by a vote of at least the two-thirds of the general assembly. 

Article 5 – In order to realize its purpose, the association may:

- Organize meetings and publish opuscules, news bulletins or newsletters on its activities

- Collaborate with associations, institutions, learned societies or foundations working within the field of Psychology or in a closely related field

- Appeal to a provider of services.

Article 6 – The association is composed of members of full rights and of members who are appointed by the members of full right. The sole function of the appointed members is to be members of the organization committee.

Article 7.1 – The following natural persons are members of full rights: 

- The President of the Fédération Française des Psychologues et de Psychologie

- The President of the Société Française de Psychologie

The following founder members also are members of full rights:

- Christine Roland Lévy, President

- Roger Lécuyer, Vice-President
- Jacques Py, Vice-President 

- Elisabeth Rosnet, Secretary General

- Sophie Berjot, Treasurer

Article 7.2 – Should one of the founder members mentioned in article 7.1 be unable to attend to his or her duties, the vice-presidents may be replaced by the board on prior proposal by the President of the FFPP for the vice-president proposed by the FFPP, and on prior proposal by the President of the SFP for the vice-president proposed by the SFP. Should one of the other founder members be unable to attend to his or her duties, he or she may be replaced on prior proposal of both the President of the FFPP and the President of the SFP, in agreement with the executive committee of the International Association of Applied Psychology.

Article 8 – The following legal persons are members of full rights:

- the Fédération Française des Psychologues et de Psychologie, FFPP

- the Société Française de Psychologie, SFP 

Article 9 – Membership is terminated by resignation, death, or being struck off by the board for a serious misdeed, following a request that the person justify him/herself before the board.

Article 10 - The association derives its financial means from:

- funding by the French government, its regions, départements and communes
- the entrance fees paid by the benefactor members 

- the voluntary contributions from the other members

- payment for services rendered related to the object, within the limits defined by law

- donations, within the limits defined by law
- if necessary, other sources.

Article 11

Article 11.1 – the board
The association is chaired by a board composed of natural persons who are members of full rights. If need be, the board may appoint any other person.

The board will convene at least once a year. 

The president, or in his/her absence the secretary general, chairs the board. 

Article 11.2 – the general assembly 
Ordinary general assembly:

The ordinary general assembly is composed of all the members of the association, regardless of the capacity of their affiliation. It is convened at least once a year.

The assembly is convened as follows:

 At least one month before the set date, the members of the association are convened (by the secretary general) by electronic mail. The notification of the meeting contains the agenda; a proxy form will also have to be provided so that members who are unable to attend can empower a colleague to represent them.
 The president, assisted by the other members of the board, chairs the assembly and presents the current situation of the association.

 The treasurer reports on the financial situation and asks the assembly to approve the balance sheet. 

Extraordinary general assembly:

If need be, or upon the request of at least half of the registered members, the president may convene an extraordinary general assembly; the same formalities are required as in the case of the ordinary general assembly.
Article 12 – The members of the board will meet at least once a year, then once in the six months preceding the Conference and once after balancing the accounts of the Conference. The members of the board may meet on any other occasion on the request of the president or of any other member of the board.

The assembly is chaired by the president, or in his/her absence by the secretary general.

Article 13 - The president represents the association in all the acts of civil life and is invested with all the necessary powers. He/she can also file a lawsuit in the name of the association, whether as plaintiff or as defendant. He/she can make any total or partial delegation of his/her attributions to the secretary general after authorization of the board. In case of incapacity, he/she is replaced by the secretary general under the conditions specified in article 7.2.

Article 14 - The secretary general will be in charge of the archives of the association; he/she will publish the notes, books and any other document; more generally speaking, he/she will manage the activities of the association. 

Article 15 - The treasurer will note down the receipts and expenses of the association in a registration book and will keep all the documents accounting for these operations. The account book and the archives will at all times be available to the other members of the board. The treasurer will prepare the treasurer’s report as well as any other document the board shall deem necessary. 

He/she will be in charge of the financial and accounting relations with the provider of services.

Article 16 - No member of the board shall receive any remuneration for his or her duties. Reimbursement of expenses incurred for the needs of the committee will nevertheless be provided upon justification and after approval of the president.

Article 17 – At the time of dissolution, one or several liquidators will be appointed on the recommendation of the board and the assets, if any, will be allotted to the legal persons mentioned in article 8.
